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NCAPEC Applauds the Introduction of Trade Promotion Authority Legislation

The National Center for APEC (NCAPEC), a business organization representing U.S. companies with trade and

investment interests across the Asia-Pacific region, applauds Senators Orrin Hatch (R-UT) and Ron Wyden (D-
OR) and Representative Paul Ryan (R-WI) for their introduction of bipartisan Trade Promotion Authority (TPA)
legislation today.

The TPP began as an initiative among APEC member economies and builds on the groundwork that APEC has
laid since its inception.

“The TPP would help define the standards by which trade and investment is conducted in the Asia-Pacific,
which is set to be the engine of global growth for the foreseeable future. A successful TPP - built as it has
been with U.S. leadership - will bring greater trade engagement, higher labor and environmental standards,
and greater stability to this part of the world,” said NCAPEC President Monica Hardy Whaley.
